	Peter Gilding & Co. Ltd are a family owned, fresh produce company, established in 1986, who purchase produce from both northern and southern hemispheres. We store on site in our Knowsley cold store and distribute to wholesale and supermarket customers throughout the UK.
Our product portfolio includes deciduous (apples & pears); citrus (oranges, easy peelers, lemons, limes, grapefruit); stone fruit (plums, cherries, peaches, and nectarines); grapes; melon; and exotics (kiwi and avocado). The fresh produce is sold to wholesale markets e.g., Glasgow, Bristol, Covent Garden. 
We operate a Pack House facility on site and pack fruit into retail packs for supermarkets. Typical packed produce can include apples, pears, citrus, kiwi etc. 

Following support from LCEI to decarbonise their business, this item has been identified and funding allocated towards the purchase by the business.
